AALTP aims to provide accelerated non-formal education to vulnerable adolescents and adults together with a
certified skill / vocational training course, We have signed the agreements with Sindh education foundation for 15
centers, hence targeting 4000 learners. We have successfully established 12 centers in Karachi, one in Badin, Sukkur
and Khairpur each. We have designed three packages as targated actions to suit needs of our learnars,

During this period, CfC has signed MOUs with FESF and Pakistan State Oil to adopt their vacant buildings for setting
up the AALTP centers in Nanakwara-Karachi and P50 Training center, Badin. AV rooms were set up at each center,
for every AN room, CFC procured tablets, LEDs, projectors and laptops as per requirement and specification. CFC also
distributed stationary, notebooks and bags to all learners. During the center sat up, CfC also hired coordinators,
community mobilizers, teachers and other supporting staff hence fully equipping all centers with needed human
resource. The centers are functional since September 2017 and enrollment and retention records speak for success
of the project.

Furthermaore, CfC has baen conducting training programs for teachers since November 2017, targeted towards their
capacity building and honing of their pedagogical skills. We are alse conducting regular teacher assessments to
check for their performance as well. Charter for compassion is proud of all its different strands that are working
tirelessly to further the cause of the organization and to instill in themselves, and the people they deal with, the
esteemed philosophy of compassion. So, that we as a society can grow by the mantra: to treat people the way we
ourselves want to be treated.
